Day 6-7 Lake Pindaya: Tucked into some of the
most ing countryside in Asia is a beautiful
lake with gold capped temples reflecting in the wa-
ter as villagers come for their morning bath. In the
chiffs overhead 1s a vast cave where thousands of
Buddha statues sit quietly contemplating. Pa’O
and Taungi are two of the groups living here. Our
simple | provides cozy shelter for two nights.

Days 8-10 Mandalay and environs: 4 PM ﬂiﬁht
to the old capital of I%andalay where we spend 3
nights in this graceful old city surrounded by earlier
royal cities picturesquely mouldering away. This is
the center of Burmese culture. A carved wooded
monastery frames saffron robed novices. An old
niver boat chug chugs us up the Ayerwaddy River
to holy Mingun. At U-Bein’s Bridge we get just the
right angle for the setting sun through the old teak
bridge. Sagaing is the center of Buddhist faith.
Mango trees, ﬁ?ﬂ%’l 1 and bougainvillea brighten
the carved stone of the 14th C. Shan capital. Beau-
tiful marble statues are polished by hand nearby.
We visit one of the largest teaching monasteries and
several Buddhist temples—each is unique and offers

wonderful opportunities to meet the gracious Bur-
mese people. %merald Land-3 nights.

Days 11-12 Maymyo Hill Station: During the
Ray, British colonials escaped the heat of Mandala
at mountain resorts where they built Tudor styPe,
houses and developed lush gardens reminiscent of
Devon and Dorset.

Water-
falls and lush flower gardens make this a haven.
